May the humanity of Your only begotten Son, Lord, bring us salvation. 
Born of the Virgin, may He cleanse us of the stains of our sins and 
render our offerings acceptable to You.  Through Christ our Lord.

Communion Antiphon:  
Blessed is the womb of the Virgin Mary which carried the Son of the
Eternal Father.

Prayer after Communion:
Having partaken of the Eucharistic Sacrifice, O Lord, we beseech Your 
gracious kindness that, as we rejoice on this festivity of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, Our Lady of Prompt Succor, we may be accounted worthy, 
through imitating her virtues,  of  Your  service  in  the mystery of  our 
redemption.
